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A two-ship program is priced to cover direct out of pocket expenses for fuel and oil within a 30-mile radius of DFW.  Our pilots donate their time.  Programs may consist of a simple flyover; a ceremonial missing man fly over; military formation team demo; multiple pass fly over for a parade or large gathering; etc.  The team usually stages from a remote location or home base, appears over the target at the precise time; perform; and depart.  Cost: $900 for two-ship; add $450 each per additional ship.
 

For a show where the team lands, spends the day more or less, mix and mingle, provide static display, and provides a flying program, the cost is $1200 (fuel and oil, plane, ins exp).  For a two-day show, fee x 2, add $600 each for each additional ship (when venue provides the fuel and oil, fees are reduced pro rata).  
 
This $ fee would include a media/vip formation flight of 15 minutes duration, time and scheduling permitting, in addition to the scheduled two ship program.  The event sponsor could raffle the media rides or use the media rides as an incentive, or to enhance publicity for the event. Persons taking rides must be 16 and physically fit for a Warbird ride.  No medications or illnesses; minors must have parental release; hold harmless waiver required for all.
 

For Airshow / Airmeet venues, the event sponsor provides VIP food, transport, and lodging if required. 
 
Variables:
Outside a 30 mile radius would require adding charges for travel to the site, at $2.00 per mile.  For example, Waco... add 90 miles @ 2.00 = $180.00 
Four aircraft is the norm for ceremonial flyovers; while two aircraft usually does it for air shows.  If a venue wants four aircraft for a program, and if we have sufficient lead-time to schedule the additional aircraft, the rates would be x2. 

Event sponsors usually find it fairly easy to recruit individual or corporate underwriters to cover team fees.

 There can be many variables; we are flexible.  Payment at time of booking is appreciated.  Aviation activities are subject to weather, mechanical, and, in some cases airspace security allowances.
